The New York Times reported in June 2009 that “Charitable giving fell last year by the largest percentage in five decades, according to a new study by the Giving USA Foundation.” In addition, the article stated that “About two-thirds of public charities saw donations decrease in 2008, the foundation said. Most surprising, Ms. Martin said, was the decline in gifts to organizations working to meet basic needs, like food banks and homeless shelters, which are seeing a big increase in demand for their services.” Clearly these non-profits need an easy way to increase giving in new ways.  Goldbug was able to assist the El Dorado Community Foundation which provides for some of these basic necessities for local residents.

“Gold recycling is a great way to raise money for charity because it requires no hard costs for the charity or the donor to participate”, explained Lisa Paragary, owner of Goldbug Gold Recyclers LLC. “Whether it's a school, a non-profit, or other association, we have been extremely successful with our fundraising events.”

A Goldbug Gold Recycling event is a simple way to raise money for non-profits, schools, associations or other charity. Goldbug offers guests an opportunity to sell their unwanted gold  or platinum jewelry at a fund-raising event. The guests are paid a competitive price for their jewelry, and Goldbug donates 15% of the gold purchases generated at the event to the designated charity.
